Officers’ Reports – 

Chair. 

David Lester thanked all for attending the meeting, he highlighted the success of the SBG round as evidenced by the high attendance numbers, IFAFs prominence at international events was further noted.

He welcomed the development of two new clubs as being very good for the sport.

David thanked Geraldine Swayne for her service as membership secretary as well as her participation at the executive committee.

He referred to new insurance having been attained and that this would be expanded on by Don P.

He reminded all of the upcoming national champs at Black Dog Archers Cork which will be a four discipline event held over two days exact details to follow on the IFAF web site.

Membership. 

Mark Ivory stated that the membership for 2010/11 had already reached over 300.


Treasurer. 

The accounts were presented and after some minor queries were passed

Insurance. 
Don outlined the terms of a new insurance which included Public Liability, Directors’ and Officers’  liability and Accident Insurance for archery events.

International Rep. 
Chris reported that any FITA/IFAA cooperation would take time and would only operate at a limited level such as an agreement on bow styles and need not affect IFAF. He mentioned the EBHC in Austria and the 2010 UKIFAC in Wales as examples of our increasing international presence.

Don Priestley, Loughcrew That each club be limited to one SBG between Mar to Oct (inc) and one during Nov to Feb (inc). Any other shoots run to SBG rules will not qualify for gains or be of record status.

Helen Kavanagh, Dunbrody That the National Champs should include a team entry from each club where possible
The proposer not being present this was deferred to AOB

Brian Lambert 

I propose that the Accounts be circulated to all members before an AGM, or published on the IFAF website.

This was discussed and it was decided that accounts could be submitted to clubs before an AGM. Not voted on.

It was agreed to register IFAF under the data protection ACT which Brian Lambert pointed out was a free service.


I propose that the annual subscription be reduced from €35 to €20, to reflect the growing bank account balance. 
It was noted that UKIFAC 2011 would need funding and that there should be a reserve for this event and for loans etc. Withdrawn

I propose that the Directors of IFAF Limited be elected by the members, in accordance with company law.

Don explained that as per the IFAF Bye Laws defined officers elected or re-elected carry with them the position of Director and that therefore Directors are re-elected annually.

Restricted Entry to Shoots. The subject was raised as many present thought that, for Record Status shoots and SBGs there was no way to administer the event which was fair to all members. 


Don proposed that as a ruling “Record Status events can not have a Restricted Entry” 

This was passed by a show of hands unanimous.

Teams at events. After discussion it was agreed that there could be no ruling on this but of course there was neither a restriction or obligation on clubs to run teams as part of their event.

Hi-Vis clothing. Don pointed out that at present competitors should wear hi-vis, either waistcoats or hats. 
Others present agreed that this was not a notion to be ignored but that encouragement was preferable to coercion. 
Future announcements of shoots on the website would advertise the “need to be seen”.

It was clarified that Host Clubs / Shoot organisers have the right to stop any archer they feel is not suitably attired from participating in a shoot.

Change to IFAF styles

David Lester proposed that some adjustment be made to IFAF styles to accommodate primitive style bows, after some discussion it was decided to change the existing IFAF Long Bow category to that of Historic Bow in keeping with the IFAA category Historic Bow.

This was passed by a show of hands unanimous.

Discussion on promoting IFAF.

The issue of promoting Field Archery was discussed and it was explained that the best way was for each club to engage in individual measures at a local level.
