IFAA Delegates meeting

Chris gave an account of the proceedings. Possible overcrowding at EBHC2010, how best to limit competitors at such events, a possibility of alcohol/drugs testing in the future, and the directions IFAA’s future were some of the main issues.

Don proposed an additional sum of €100 to cover Chris’s incidental expenses. This was unanimously endorsed.

Help for Clubs

There was a general concensus in the notion of giving help to any clubs in need of physical, advisory or financial assistance. This will be promoted at the next AGM. This idea came from a proposal from John Shiel (Dunbrody) that all events should have a toilet. Dave Sinnot, having knowledge of toilets, will publish a list of suppliers.

UKIFAC 2011

Dunbrody, who are running this event, are already ahead with plans. The location will probably be Tintern Abbey. Some of their members will be attending UKIFAC in Wales this year for research and advertising.

Membership Secretary

Mark Ivory was appointed to be take this on until at least the August AGM. Thanks to Andy Vagg for also volunteering.

IAAA Associate Memberships

The invitation for IFAF clubs to become affiliated to IAAA for reduced fees was discussed. It was unanimously decided not to avail of this offer. Any IFAF member was quite free to join IAAA at any time if they so wished.

Star Gain

It was decided that in order to obtain a Star Gain (two needed for a Star), competitors must first have gained their Hotshot badge.

Standard Big Game

Don said that the SBG was, by its success, dissuading clubs from putting on “fun” or “variety” shoots, and proposed that all clubs be limited to one SBG a year. It was decided that as an alternative to this, clubs could each put on an extra non-SBG shoot at any time of the year.

Insurance

David asked whether there was any way in which members of other archery association could be allowed to shoot at IFAF events. Don said that only IFAF members were eligible but would check with the insurance brokers whether this was, or could be made, possible.
